
Lemon Scented Gum 
The Lemon Scented Gum is tall, elegant and generally grows straight 
and tall. Typically fast-growing, they have the potential to reach 
up to 20m within 10 years of planting if provided with the right 
conditions. The oils drawn from the tree are used in many products 
including cosmetics, medications and insect repellents. The Lemon 
Scented Gum is also important to honey production and the lemon 
scent is particularly strong in wet conditions making it a beautiful 
addition to any park or streetscape.
