Under this option the proposed dual occupancy

prohibition areas will extend to include additional

parts of the LGA where dual occupancies are
currently permitted under Parramatta LEP,

including parts of Carlingford, Dundas, Eastwood,
Epping and Rydalmere - with the exception of land
fronting Marsden, Kissing Point and Victoria Roads.
